Instrumental Lessons 
 
Your child will receive 12 instrumental lessons per paid term.  
 
Where possible lessons are rotated each week throughout the term to ensure pupils do not miss 
the same lesson each week.  
 
The teacher will communicate with you either through email/text or through a practice notebook 
and you will receive a written report on your child’s progress in the Summer Term. 
 
Instruments are available to hire for which there will be a rental fee of £18.00 per term. 
 
Lesson costs are non-refundable if your child misses the lesson. Teachers will reorganise the lesson 
for another day if they miss the lesson for any reason. 
 
Cost of the lessons 
 
The standard cost of tuition per term for 2024-25 is as follows: 
 
Woodwind, Brass, Strings, Percussion, Piano, Singing and Guitar 
 
 30-minute individual lesson    £19.60 per single lesson
